 Year 3 Trip to the Living Forest            
  
On Thursday 13th June, Year 3 visited Thatcham’s The Living Rainforest, where they experienced the sights, sounds 
and smells of a lush tropical rainforest environment – and explored how plants, animals, human needs,           
economies and cultures are all linked. 
The centre is home to over 800 species of plants and animals, including rare and endangered species of global 
conservation value. 
The children went on the Amazing Adaptations tour, which focused on how plants and animals have adapted to 
suit living in a rainforest environment. The tour discussed the different layers of the rainforest including             
microhabitats and how adaptation can lead to evolution over time. It covered areas including: the ability of      
rainforest leaves to get rid of excess water; plant adaptations to maximise light and nutrient uptake; and the way 
various animals are suited to life in the rainforest. 



Year 1 Trip to Kew Gardens  

 

Year 1 had an amazing time exploring Kew Gardens under the sunny 

skies. They were fortunate to witness the rare and famously pungent 

Titan Arum in full bloom. The children enjoyed an educational visit to 

the bee hive, where they learned about the crucial role bees play in our 

environment. Embracing their creative sides, the young explorers 

turned into photographers, capturing beautiful shots of their favourite 

plants. The adventure concluded with a fun-filled visit to the play area, 

where they had a blast and even built a den.

LAMDA RESULTS 
 

A massive WELL DONE to our cohort of 30 Lamda students, ranging from reception to year 6, who gained 
fantastic results of 19 Distinctions and 11 merits between them  in their Lamda exams. These results are a 
testament to the students’ hard work and determination, and will certainly boost their confidence with   
communication skills, speaking in public and interview techniques- all of which are part of the Lamda         
syllabus. Achieving high marks is commendable, of course, but pupils gain far more from their LAMDA
